You might have noticed that we are in
the middle of another election season.
The rhetoric, the tone, the attempts to
vilify and amplify are all around us —
coming from candidates and super-
PAC:s and social media and neighbors and family and
more.

Y ou might wonder where does faith fit into all of this?

As Lutherans, we believe that God loves and values
every single person. This means all are beloved of God —
even those who we might not agree with or even like.
All are God’s children. This means that even those who
are the farthest from our political views are humans and
worthy of care. Further, as Martin Luther once said, we
are called to be little Christs for one another. This means
listening and wanting the best for one another.

In saying this, please know that loving one another is not
the same as remaining quiet in the presence of hate
speech or abusive actions. There are times to speak up
and engage. As we know from the prophets and from
Jesus, we are called to work and to speak out against
powers and systems that have historically marginalized
or silenced so many of God’s beloved people.

So I ask again, where does faith fit into all of this?

In spite of the current conflict involving Ukraine and
Russia, Lutheran leaders in Russia and the United States
are working together to promote communication among
people of faith. During the first week of September,
Bishop Shelley Bryan-Wee and two other members of
our Synod Team Russia will attend an ELCA Russia

a multi-week class on Faith in Public Life starting on
September 18. On October 19 there is a one-day retreat
on Christian Nationalism. And from October 21-
November 9 there will be an election prayer vigil.
Further out in the year there is a retreat on land use,
embracing difference, and a Lenten Journey along with
other cohorts and more.

Together with what is happening in each of the individu-
al congregations throughout the synod, LiVE is provid-
ing ways for people to share their faith stories, listen to
one another, and connect with God and with one another
tolive theirf a i t h .DiViEtis a plageuvtlere people
from all over the synod and beyond engage in ways that
foster growth, encourage conversation, provide mutual
support, create community beyond difference, and ulti-
mately connect one’s faith in day-to-day life. With the
different offerings, all are encouraged to participate in
what God is calling us to be and to do — to cultivate em-

pathy, love, justice, and service. To livef ai t h .o u't

will discuss ways to continue cooperative relations,
whether between partner congregations or with other
projects such as youth programs and construction and
repair projects.

Recently, Team Russia sent $28,000 to help begin
construction on the KIT Project in Togliatti, Russia. This
new facility will provide much-needed services for the
disabled. The process of obtaining necessary permissions
to build has been complex, and has taken several years.
Transfer of funds was accomplished through a bank in
Germany. The money is from part of funds very gener-
ously donated by Grace Lutheran Church in Seattle,
when they closed their church and sold the property.

In times of war, the decisions are made by politicians
and military leaders, but so much of the suffering and
anguish is borne by ordinary people, on all sides of the
conflict. We have not been able to contact our sister
congregation in Smolensk for several months. Please
remember them and pray for their safety, and for the

arrival of peace at last.
